Answers to Frequently Asked Questions About Saint Anne School
How Long Has Saint Anne School Been in Existence? 

Saint Anne School was established in 1908 by the Sisters of the Holy Names of Jesus and Mary. The original journal of the founding Sister, Marie Rose Durocher, is displayed in a case in the hallway near the main entrance under a portrait of Sister Marie Rose.
What is the School’s mission or philosophy? 

Mission Statement: We, the school community of Saint Anne, recognize our purpose to provide a quality Catholic education to the children that we serve. In a safe and nurturing learning environment, we address the individual needs of our students. We create for them the opportunity to realize their unique potential: body, mind and spirit. We affirm the importance of the inter-relationship of church, home and school. We strive to serve the total community, and we continue, both locally and globally, to honor our commitment to the less fortunate. 

What standards govern the curriculum?

Saint Anne School provides a comprehensive Kindergarten through 8th grade curriculum as stipulated by the Archdiocese of Los Angeles and according to California State Standards in the following subjects:  Mathematics, English, Reading, Spelling, Social Studies, Science, Art, Music, Religion and Physical Education.
What standardized testing or assessment system does the school use?

As a Los Angeles Archdiocesan elementary school, Saint Anne School participates in the annual Iowa Test of Basic Skills (ITBS) assessment series. This standardized testing is conducted over a two week period annually in October and tests basic skills in reading, language arts and mathematics. Saint Anne School students typically score 1-2 years above grade level in Mathematics, Language Arts and Reading Comprehension. 
What is the school’s current enrollment?  169 as of April 1, 2010.
What is the school’s capacity enrollment? The Archdiocese of Los Angeles permits up to 35 per grade. Saint Anne School holds to a maximum of 32 per grade, with a maximum of 28 in Kindergarten. Most grades have 20-23 students.

What is the faculty to student ratio? Saint Anne School has a lead teacher in each of its nine grades, K-8. In addition, there is a full-time teaching assistant in Kindergarten and First Grade, a teaching assistant shared by Grades 2, 3 and a teaching assistant shared in grades 4 and 5. In addition, there is a lead Title I Reading Specialist. With 169 students and 14 faculty members, the ratio of students to faculty is 12:1. In addition, students have specialist teachers in the areas of physical education, music and art history. 
What is the annual tuition? For 2010-2011, tuition is $3400 per student, payable in 10 monthly installments of $340 for 10 months. The registration fee is $400 per student per year. 

Are there any tuition discounts available? Yes. Saint Anne School offers several discounts. Full Payment Discount: Discounts are given for any family who pays full tuition in advance. Multi-Child Family Discounts: Two children, $5750, or $575 per month; Three Children, $7850, $785 per month; Four children, $9250 per month. Early Registration Fee Discount: Per child, annual registration fee of $400 fee is discounted to $350 per year if paid by May 1st. 

Are there any Tuition Assistance Programs? Yes. The Catholic Education Foundation has a Tuition Assistance Program for qualified low-income families, available annually upon application, ranges $800-$1000 per child per year in recent years; Other Grant and Scholarship Programs are available on an individual needs basis. 

Do you have After School Care? Yes. Daily afterschool care available from 3:00-6:00 pm, and from 2:00-6:00 on early release Wednesdays. Program includes: Homework Power Hour, Outdoor Recreation and Games, Indoor Crafts and Social Games, and Computer Learning Laboratory. Completion of Santa Monica Boys’ and Girls’ Club registration form required for use of after school programs, includes free membership for free SMBGC use on school holidays. The school hosts a Girl Scouts troop as well.
What is the cost of After School Care? 

· Fees for Unlimited Monthly Use (61 hours of care): One child: $150 per month; Two children: $250 per month; Three children: $300 per month. 
· Fees for Daily Use, for up to 8 days: $15.00 per day. 
· Late Pick-Up Fee, Beginning at 6:01 pm: $1.00 per minute.

Is there a school uniform or dress code? Yes. Boys: navy twill pants or shorts, white logo polo shirt. Girls (K-5): plaid jumper or skort or navy twill pants, white logo polo shirt; Girls (6-8): above or plaid skirt. Physical Education: logo tee shirt, sweat pants or p.e. shorts, log sweatshirt. The Parent Teacher Association maintains a Gently Used Uniform “store” available at no cost to all families for uniform recycling and reuse. 
Does the school have computer and other technology systems? Yes. Saint Anne School has the latest in cutting-edge education technology. Every classroom, K-8, has SMART Board Technology, an interactive white board technology which utilizes visual, audio and kinesthetic (touch) teaching tactics. In addition, every classroom has four (4) internet-connected desktop computers with access to DSL internet service. In addition to the classroom technology, Saint Anne School has a Computer Laboratory with 30 internet-connected desktop computers for whole-grade level technology instruction. Saint Anne School has a school-wide internet filter, through Safelinks, and a computer-based teacher management and grading software system, Gradelink. Saint Anne School’s Technology Plan for 2010-2011 calls for an upgrade from existing DSL internet service to dedicated T-1 service and for expansion of the grading system for parent access in  2010-2011. The school also maintains and active school website, www.saintanneschool.com, a Facebook page, and distributes a weekly electronic newsletter to all families, faculty, alumni and other supporters.  

Does the school have a music program? Saint Anne School’s extensive program of instrumental and vocal music instruction was named as a finalist for excellence in music education in the 2010 BRAVO Award competition hosted by the Music Center of Los Angeles. It was the only elementary school finalist in the School Program category. The school provides instrumental instruction to every child free of charge. Instruction as follows: K-3-Orff-Schulwerk mallet and percussion; 4-violin; 5-woodwinds/recorder; 6-advanced woodwinds (flute, clarinet, saxophone); 7-8—guitar and voice. School families pay no instrument rental fees. 
What other arts education is available? Art. Under the Archdiocese of Los Angeles standards, the school provides 60 minutes of art instruction each week. Most teachers exceed this requirement by incorporating art in multiple disciplines. In addition, students in grades 3-5 receive Art History instruction, through Arts Matter, our non-profit art history education partner which provides art history educators for weekly instruction, including instruction in the work and lives of Pablo Picasso, Frida Kahlo, Diego Rivera, Cezanne, Monet, Van Gogh and others. Lessons are tied to the California State Standards and include elements of mathematics, social studies and language arts, as well as fine art and drawing. Dance. After school instruction is available through weekly dance class series.  Offerings include hip hop and music and movement, with plans for ballet folklorico pending. Theater. Saint Anne offers Young Storytellers, a drama and playwriting program, for students in Grades 4 and up,  
What enrichment in science education is available? Saint Anne School serves as the pilot site for P.S. Science, a hands-on science education program for grades 1 through 4. Students in grade 4 are invited to participate in an after school Science Club. In middle school, for grades 7 and 8, Saint Anne School offers a UCLA Environmental Science Project. Under this program, students work with engineering students at UCLA to learn about microbiology and testing methods, travel to local beaches to test sand and waters for contaminants, return to UCLA to analyze their findings; undertake presentations and defend them to UCLA students, and present findings to the Santa Monica City Council. Science instruction in all grades meets California State Standards for science education. There is a free after school Science Club for Grade 4 students. 
Does the school have a website? Yes. The school has an active school website at www.saintanneschool.com. The website has information about our school history, faculty, programs, links to grade level teacher pages, athletics and after school program information, an interactive school calendar, a Parent-Teacher Association page, a photo gallery and more. In addition, on the homepage of the website visitors can view a brief video about the school with interviews with parents, faculty and students.  The school can also be found on Facebook, by searching Saint Anne School-Santa Monica.

Does the school produce a family newsletter? Yes. The school also produces a weekly electronic newsletter, The Viking View, distributed to all school families, alumni and other school supporters. Paper copies of the newsletter are also sent home with families as the school transitions to a green, all-electronic newsletter. 
Where is the school located and when can I visit? Saint Anne School is located at 2015 Colorado Avenue, at the northeast corner of 20th Street and Colorado Avenue, in Santa Monica. Admissions testing is conducted beginning in mid-February every Thursday at 3:00 pm after school, or on other days by appointment. School tours for parents are conducted while students are tested. Individual appointments on other days, or to discuss financial assistance or to learn more about the school can be scheduled by calling the school office, 310-829-2775. Students from other Catholic schools need not test, but should schedule an appointment with the Principal to review the student’s most recent report card.
